The Embassy of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg presents its compliments to the Department of

State of the United States of America and refers to the Agreement between the Government of the
United States of America and the Government of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg to Improve
International Tax Compliance and with respect to the United States information reporting provisions
commonly known as the Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act, signed at Luxembourg on March 28,
2014, which is not yet in force (,,the Agreement®). In that connection, the Embassy proposes the fol-
lowing modifications to the English version of the Agreement:

The second Whereas clause of the Agreement shall be deleted and replaced with: ,,Whereas, the
Convention on Mutual Administrative Assistance in Tax Matters (the ,,Convention®), done at
Strasbourg on January 25, 1988, authorizes the exchange of information for tax purposes, including
on an automatic basis (hereinafter the ,,Convention® refers to the Convention and any amendments
thereto that are in force for both Parties);*.

The Department informs the Embassy that the Government of the United States of America accepts
the proposals set forth in the Embassy’s note. Therefore, the Embassy’s note and the present note shall
constitute an agreement between the Government of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg and the
Government of the United States of America modifying the Agreement. This modifying agreement
shall enter into force on the date of the present note, April 1, 2015.
